Providing feedback online 

	Step 1
	Navigate to the correct publication landing page. 

Users can click on ‘All publications’ in the main navigation bar on the website or on ‘Open for consultation’ to navigate to a list of publications open for feedback.

Or the links provided above for specific publication landing pages.
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	Step 2
	Once on the landing page you can scroll click on any of the Draft sector guidance that is currently open for consultation.
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	Step 3
	Once you are on a specific publication landing page you will see a green box that says ‘Provide feedback by…’

You must have a TNFD Profile to provide feedback. This takes less than 2 minutes. 

Either login or create a profile by clicking the buttons.

	Once logged in, you will be asked if you would like to submit a comment letter. This is optional 

Tick ‘yes’ and follow the instructions to upload your comment letter. 

Or tick ‘no’ and you will continue to the sector-specific feedback questions. 
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	Step 5
	Continue to complete the feedback questions. There are three sections to the survey: General feedback questions, Metrics feedback questions, and Additional sector-specific questions.

When you have completed the questions, click ‘submit’ or you can ‘save’ and return to the survey in the future.
